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1. RULES: 
  
1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing. 
1.2 If there is a conflict between languages the English text prevails. 
1.1 Racing rule 44.1 will be changed. Further changes in the racing rules will appear in full in the sailing instructions. 
1.2 Sailing instructions will consist of the instructions in RRS Appendix S, Standard Sailing Instructions and 

supplementary sailing instructions that will be on the notice board located at the VoileLibreMorges Club House 
terrace. 

2. ADVERTISING [DP] 
2.1 Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the organising authority.  
If this rule is broken, World Sailing Regulation 20.9.2 applies.  

3. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRIES: 
3.1 The regatta is open to all boats of the Formula 16 class. 
3.2 The competitors shall be member of a club member of an MNA member of World Sailing.  
3.3 A temporary Swiss Sailing licence can be bought on the spot. 
3.4 Eligible boats may enter by completing the form http://f16europeans2017.ch/ 
     and paying the required fees before June 1st 2017.  

4. FEES 
Registration fees are as follows : 
 
Double-handed boat before June 1st CHF  250, afterwards  CHF 300 
Single-handed boat before  June 1st  CHF 125, afterwards  CHF 150 
 
The entry fee includes one opening buffet and one gala dinner (incl. drinks) per sailor. 
 
If an entry is cancelled by the competitor, the entry fees will be refunded as follows: 

• Until May 28th, full refund.  
• Between May 29th and June 15th: 50% refund  
• Afterwards: no refund

5.2 The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race each day is 11am. 
 
5.3 On the last scheduled day of racing no warning signal will be made after 3pm.  
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5.4 Number of races: 
A total of 16 races with 4 races per day are scheduled.   
If races have been postponed on previous days, a maximum of 5 races per day may be run. 

6. MEASUREMENT CERTIFICATE AND OTHER DOCUMENTS 
Competitors shall produce the following documents when registering: 
 

• a membership card (SI 3.2) or a temporary Swiss Sailing licence (SI 3.3), 
• a valid insurance certificate, 
• a valid membership of their national F16 class association or IF16CA, 
• a valid measurement certificate of the boat, 
• a valid authorization of advertising (if necessary), 
• a valid parents’ permission for the minors (if necessary). 

7. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 
7.1 Sailing Instructions will be available at http://f16europeans2017.ch from July 13th onwards. 

8. VENUE 
Attachment 1 shows the location of the regatta harbour. 
Attachment 2 shows the location of the racing areas. 
Attachment 3 shows the different racing diagrams possibilities. 
Attachment 4 give the different social events planned. 

9. THE COURSES 
The diagrams in Attachment 3 show the courses, including the approximate angles between legs, the order in which 
marks are to be passed, and the side on which each mark is to be left. 

10. PENALTY SYSTEM 
RRS 44.1 is changed so that the Two-Turn Penalty is replaced by the One-Turn Penalty. 

11. SCORING 
(a)    Five (5) races need to be completed to constitute a series  
(b)    When fewer than 5 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores. 
(c)    When from 5 to 8 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding      
         her worst score. 
(d)    When 9 or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding      
         her two worst scores. 

12. SUPPORT BOATS [DP] 
12.1 Support boats shall be marked with a white Flag  with the letter “S”. 
12.2 Support boats shall maintain a distant of 50m from boats that are racing.  

13. RADIO COMMUNICATION [DP] 
Except in an emergency, and except for communication by the tracking system supplied by the race committee, a boat 
that is racing shall not make voice or data transmissions and shall not receive voice or data communication that is not 
available to all boats. 

14. PRIZES 
Prizes will be given as follow: 
 
- Overall 1,2,3  (6 Anonimo Swiss watches) 
- First Ladies (if not awarded otherwise) 
- First Men (if not awarded otherwise) 
- First Mixed (if not awarded otherwise) 
- First Youth (aged 20 or younger) 
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- First Single 
- First Masters (combined age on board over 100) 
 

15. Media, Images and Sound 
While sailing this event a competitor automatically grants to the Organising Authority and the sponsors of the event the 
right in perpetuity to make, use and show from time to time and at their discretion, any motion or still pictures, and live, 
taped or film television and any other reproductions of him/her during the period of the regatta in which the competitor 
competes and in all material related to the regatta without any compensation. 

16. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY 
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See RRS 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authority 
will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, 
during, or after the regatta.  

17. INSURANCE 
Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of 2.500.000,00€ 
per incident or the equivalent.
